In addition, students will
have the opportunity to acquire expert knowledge on the economics, politics, and cultures of
Europe as well as advanced management methods.

The third semester offers opportunities to study abroad at one of our partner universities and/or
obtain a double degree. Students remaining in Wildau can complement their business
management specialisation by choosing elective modules, which cover expert as well as
interdisciplinary topics.

In the fourth semester, each student will complete his or her studies with a Master’s thesis to
illustrate his or her ability to work on a problem independently by applying research methods.

Students are free to choose the topics of their theses in consultation with their supervisors.

(CEFR) (see above) and successful completion of modules of at least 40 credit points (CP)
